Patients at the West Middlesex University Hospital want to do it their way!  According the list of most requested songs on Radio West Middlesex during 2001, Frank Sinatra’s “My Way” is top of the pops again – regaining the number one position that it lost in 2000 to Chris De Burgh’s “Lady in Red”.

Frank Sinatra is undeniably the ‘guvnor’ at West Mid, where he was also the year’s most requested artist overall - beating ‘lad of the moment’ Robbie Williams into second place by well over twice as many requests.

As always, easy listening favourites have done well around the wards.  Bette Midler’s “Wind Beneath My Wings” has also shown a boost in popularity, rising to number two, with standards like Tom Jones’ “Green Green Grass of Home”, Stevie Wonder’s “I Just Called To Say I Love You” and Acker Bilk’s “Stranger on the Shore” still being asked for on the station’s six weekly request programmes.

The chart compiled annually, reflects the huge range of music played on the radio station which broadcasts to the patients on their bedside headphones.  During 2001 volunteers at Radio West Middlesex collected and played nearly one thousand three hundred requests.
